e It originated in 1989 as an informal meeting of 12
Asia-Pacific economies bordering the Pacific Rim.

e It has evolved into an annual economic forum with
21 member economies.

e Its goalis to create a more prosperous Asia-Pacific
region by promoting inclusive and sustainable
growth and regional economic integration.

e It brings heads of state, CEOs, small business

owners, and delegates together to collaborate in

solving these issues.
